Shrine Masons who are leaders in their Lodges and/or Scottish 

Rite.  Potentate Mike Nella, Treasurer David Coleman, 

Membership Co-Chairmen Wayne Schwartz and James Meeks the 

Elder, Hillbilly Rabban of the Clan Bryan Hickle, and Oriental 

Guide Rob Crossland have all called Shriners active in their 

Lodges and asked them to be Ambassadors.  The response has 

been positive.  We now have Ambassadors in Hornitos # 98, 

Yosemite (Merced) # 99, Visalia - Min King #128, 

Livingston/Hills Ferry # 236, Fresno # 247, Welcome # 255, 

Selma # 277, Hanford #279, Madera # 280, Sanger # 316, Las 

Palmas Ponderosa # 366, Clovis # 417, and Oakhurst-Sierra #788. 

 So far we have distributed some 30 “Kits” to Ambassadors.  

Each Kit contains an application for Blue Lodge, application for 

Scottish Rite, Petition for Shrine, Shrine Hospitals for Children 

brochures and application for treatment, and a “talking points” 

sheet to help the Ambassadors get started talking.  The plan is for 

the Ambassadors to speak out when degrees are being conferred 

and when other opportunities arise either to the group or 

individually.  Since the Ambassadors are already there, the burden 

is not too great.  But, the trick is to break out of the habit of 

focusing only on the Blue Lodge when there - to remember to 

bring the kits to Lodge meetings, to ask the Master for a chance to 

speak, and to be alert to opportunities to talk with new or old 

members.
